No farrier/veterinarian/photographer other than the official competition farrier/veterinarian/photographer will be per-
mitted to practice on the grounds without express permission of the management. Exhibitors wishing to use another
farrier/ veterinarian/photographer must request a permit at the Horse Show Office.

Rings 1 & 2 (150’ x 275’) Sand/Screenings, Ring 3 (150’ x 275’) Sand/Screening, Derby Field (300’ x 300’)
Sand/Screenings, Grand Prix Field (300’ x 300’) & Schooling Area, Grass, Highfields (Annex) Ring (150’ x 275’)
Fiber, Sand

HORSEWELFARE
Horses andponiesmaynot entermore than 7 classes over fences, including equitation and all special classes, per day.

LUNGING
No lunging permitted in the show rings. Lunging only in designated areas.

MINOR EXHIBITORS
Parent(s) or guardian(s) of a minor child shall hold the horse show management and the facility harmless for any in-
jury to such minor. No minor child’s entry will be accepted or number issued unless entry is signed by a parent or
LEGAL guardian. The signature of unrelated persons WILL NOT be accepted.

MOTOR HOME/RV HOOK-UPS
Motor home and camper hook-ups are available for $225 per show. Spaces are limited, reserve in advance. If
you are arriving after hours, please let us know in advance.

MOTORIZED VEHICLES/GOLF CARTS
Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in
which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf
carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors
who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are ac-
companied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent(s), legal guardians(2), or individual who signs the
entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely re-
sponsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that operation. Violations of this rule will be
cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing
the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competi-
tion grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in ac-
cordance with Chapter 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are
exempt from this rule.

ORDERS OF GO
In order for us to schedule the entire day, your entries will need to be in the show office by 5 pm the day

prior to our

show day. We will make a time schedule plan based on the class numbers and multiple riders

at that time.

The daily agenda will be posted at the Show office and online no later than 8pm the day before

you show.

You will need to check-in with your starter early in the day to sign up in the order of go.

PRIZE MONEY
The owner of

any horse or pony exhibited in classes where prize money is awarded MUST provide a Social Security

or Federal ID

number on the entry. Foreign Exhibitors must fill out a W-8ECI or W-8BEN form prior to receiving any

winnings.

Prize money will be applied as a credit on your account at the show office. Checks will be mailed within

30 days after

the show.

PROTECTIVE H

EADGEAR

Everyone

must wear properly fitting ASTM protective headgear with harness secured and properly fitted while riding

in the

designated schooling and exercise areas, the show ring and while jumping or riding anywhere on the show

grounds. It is

the responsibility of the rider, or the parent or guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitors to see to it

that the

headgear worn complies with appropriate safety standards and is properly fitted and in good condition.

SCHOOLING
Schooling in

the show rings without permission is prohibited at all times. There will be a $100 fine for anyone

caught in

the rings before or after the show if rings have been closed. Rings will be available for schooling

after the

show each day. Closing times will be announced each day. The rings will be available for hacking only in

the

mornings. No morning schooling.

  BIOSECURITY PROTOCOLS   ** PLEASE TAKE THE TIME TO READ OUR “FINE TEXT” **  

Progressive Show Jumping Inc. is dedicated to the health, welfare and safety of all exhibitors both equine and
human. To protect our equine partners, we will be enforcing the following protocols. It is advised that all horses sta-
bling on the show grounds arrive between  8 :00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. If it is necessary to arrive at any other time you
must check in with the  stabling manager.   803-649-3505 . A current (within 12 months) negative Coggins test is re-
quired. 2. A Health Certificate must be signed by a licensed veterinarian within 30 days of arrival at the   Show
Grounds. 3. Vaccination Requirements (per the USEF GR-845 Equine Vaccination Rule [CHAPTER 8F Welfare of
the Horse] Rule Changes Effective 12/1/15) At Federation licensed competitions, horses entering the grounds must
be accompanied by documentation of Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccina-
tions within six months prior to entering the  competition grounds. Horses not in compliance with this rule may be re-
quired to leave the competition grounds. Documentation should consist of one of the following methods mentioned
below. The frequency of vaccine administration should be per the vaccine manufacturers’ or veterinarian’s recom-
mendations. It is recommended that vaccines are administered by or under the direction of a veterinarian. In the
case of vaccines administered by a veterinarian, the exhibitor must provide documentation from the veterinarian on
documenting that the horse in question received the vaccinations; name of the vaccines and date of vaccine admin-
istration. In the case of vaccines administered by a person other than a veterinarian, the exhibitor must provide a re-
ceipt of the vaccine purchase which is signed by the owner, or agent with care, custody, and control of the horse;
name, serial number and expiration date of the vaccine; and date of vaccine administration. In the case of a horse
that is unable to receive either of the vaccinations due to a history of adverse reactions, the exhibitor must provide a
letter from the veterinarian on official letterhead stating that the horse in question cannot be vaccinated due to med-
ical concerns and a log of temperatures taken twice daily for the seven days prior to entering the competition
grounds. These horses must also have their temperature taken and logged twice daily while on the competition
grounds. The log of temperatures should be provided to the Competition Management, steward, or technical dele-
gate when requested. Competition Management may not amend or enhance vaccination requirements without prior
approval of the Veterinary Committee 4. Any horse on the show grounds with a fever of unknown origin or of suspi-
cious origin must be reported t o  Show Management and to the  s how  v eterinarian.  Isolation stalls will either be avail-
able on the grounds or at a local veterinary practice if the need arises. Please take the time to review equine good
hygiene practices. Please convey the importance of this to your equine caretakers for their daily routines.  Progres-
sive Show Jumping, Inc. strives to provide a safe and enjoyable show experience. An important part of that experi-
ence is maintaining healthy horses.  Please continue to check our web site at www. psjshows.com for any additional
and possibly mandatory requirements.

 RULES & REGULATIONS 
ENTRIES

In order for stalls to be held, full payment must accompany stall reservations.  Stalls will be on a first-
come, first-served basis. (By the date the check is received, the post mark on the envelope.)  
After the closing date there will be a $50.00 late fee. See Entry Blanks for Closing Dates. 
Call: 803.649.3505 or e-mail: psjshows87@ gmail.com Mail stall fees with the enclosed reservation form to:
147 Warehouse Road, Aiken, SC 29801 Make checks payable to: PSJ  
Numbers will not be issued without a signed open check lodged with the horse show secretary.
The entry form must include:  1) Horses name & complete description; 2) All classes or divisions entered; 3)
All mandatory signatures, including legal guardian in the case of a minor exhibiting; 4) Organization member-
ship numbers; 5) Social Security or Federal ID number of owner.

STABLING
Permanent & Temporary stalls with doors will be available (803.649.3505).  Initial bedding will not be pro-
vided.  Stalls, whether occupied by horse, feed or tack will be available beginning 12 noon Tuesday of the
show week and ending midnight Sunday of the same show week.  Stalls $225 per week.  Closing date for
stalls are listed on entry blank.

CHECK OUT
Any horse show bills not checked out at the conclusion of each show will be assessed a $50.00 fee for
check out.  Any mistakes at check out must be resolved within 24 hours.  Check your bills carefully.

COMPETITION OFFICE HOURS
Competition days - Opens one hour before the start of the first class and closes 30 minutes following the last
class. Non Competition days (day before show) - 12 p.m. to 5 p.m.

DAY EXHIBITORS/NON STABLING
Horses entered but not stabled must use the designated area for day exhibitors.  $50.00 grounds fee per
horse and a $46.00 service fee per horse per show.

NON NEGOTIABLE CHECKS
Checks returned by the bank for any reason will be assessed a penalty of $50 or 10% of the check amount,
whichever is greater.  Upon notification of a returned check, accounts will be given three (3) days to make
full payment, including the penalty, which must be paid in certified funds, cashier’s check or money order.
Overnight mail service is advised in order to avoid notification of the sanctioning organizations for discipli-
nary action.

NON SHOWING HORSE
All non showing horses must have a signed entry blank in the office, $50.00 non showing fee and $46.00
service fee per horse per show.

All questions not covered in these
Rules and Regulations shall be decided by the Horse Show Management; its decision to be final.  The Horse Show
Management reserve to itself the right to limit entries in any class, section or division, to refuse, accept conditionally,
or to cancel any entries, disqualify any riders or exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of entries, and cancel award prizes, with-
out any claim for damages; to change any course, to add a dotted line, to cancel or combine any unfilled classes, or
to reschedule classes, after due notice to exhibitors; to change rings or rotate judges, to change specifications in
jumper classes as competitions warrants.

ADDITIONAL TERMS AND DEFINITIONS OF THE RELEASE OF LIABILITY, ASSUMPTION OF RISK, WAIVER AND
INDEMNIFICATION In consideration for entry upon the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES of the COMPETITION, the un-
dersigned on behalf of myself, my trainers, instructors, coaches, clients, agents, employees, grooms, invitees, repre-
sentatives, assigns, executors, heirs, independent contractors (including but not limited to veterinarians, farriers,
masseuse, chiropractor, therapists, braiders, shippers), and, if applicable, on behalf of my minor child or children (here-
inafter collectively referred to as “I”) agrees: Rules and Regulations Rules and Regulations I agree that COMPETITION
as used in this entry blank, in the prize list and in the USEF rules means the Horse Show, each and every class and/or
event conducted and ALL ACTIVITIES that I undertake AT ANY TIME and for any purpose upon entry of the SHOW
GROUND FACILITIES including any horse which is on the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES for my use, in my control or
at my request. I further agree that COMPETITION includes the entire week of the horse show including the time horses
and/or people are allowed to enter to set up, stable and/or conduct business whether its expressly and/or specifically
related to the horse show and classes being conducted/ held that week through and including the time all horses and/or
people vacate the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES. I agree that this Release of Liability includes any horse that I have
asked to come onto the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES for any purpose, and/or is in my control and/or custody and re-
gardless whether the horse is being stabled at the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES and/or competing in the COMPETI-
TION. I agree that “RELEASED PARTIES” means the “Competition” known as the Progressive Show Jumping Horse
Show, the “Horse Show Management” and/or “Competition Management” as referenced in the prize list, the Federa-
tion Licensee, Highfields Event Center LLC and each of their officers, directors, managers, members, owners, share-
holders, employees, representatives, agents, subsidiaries, volunteers, officials, affiliated and associated persons,
companies and organizations, assigns and entities or organizations as may now or hereafter be constituted, that own,
are related to or manage the property owned by such entities. I agree that SHOW GROUND FACILITIES means High-
fields Event Center LLC including but not limited to all improvements, structures (permanent or temporary), buildings,
tents, stalls, fixtures (including but not limited to all jumps and related equipment), arenas (and the footing therein) lo-
cated on the premises and/or provided by RELEASED PARTIES during the COMPETITION. I agree that if I am not a
member of the Federation that I will abide by all rules and regulations of the Federation. I agree that the Rules of the
Prize List are incorporated as if set forth herein. Release and Waiver of Claims: I hereby fully and forever release, waive
and discharge the RELEASED PARTIES and each of them who are or might be liable in any way from any and all
claims, demands, actions, causes of actions, liabilities of any kind which I may or might have against RELEASED
PARTIES or any of them, arising from or by reason of any and all known and unknown, foreseen or unforeseen bod-
ily and personal injuries, damage to property, injury to horse and any consequences thereof, which I may sustain due
to the ordinary negligence of RELEASED PARTIES; I further agree that except for the gross negligence or willful mis-
conduct of the RELEASED PARTIES, I SHALL NOT SUE or bring any legal action, claim, and/or demand against for
any economic and noneconomic losses due to bodily injury, death, property damage and/or injury to any horse in re-
lation to the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES and/or the operation and conduct of the COMPETITION. I agree this RE-
LEASE INCLUDES ALL ACTIVITIES I PARTICIPATE IN AND ALL AREAS OF THE SHOW GROUND FACILITIES as
defined above. This release also includes all activities I conduct at the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES and includes all
times that I am at the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES no matter what the purpose and/or activity being undertaken.
Hold Harmless: I hereby agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless RELEASED PARTIES from and against any
and all claims, liabilities, loss, damages, demands, actions, causes of action, including attorneys' fees, cost and ex-
penses of any kind, which may be made against them, or any of them, which arise out of the active or passive negli-
gence of RELEASED PARTIES while either I or any horse at my request or in my control is/was on the SHOW
GROUND FACILITIES and/or participating in the COMPETITION. I agree to defend RELEASED PARTIES, at my ex-
pense, regardless if RELEASED PARTIES are negligent or not. Assumption of Risk: I hereby acknowledge and as-
sume the risk that equestrian activity, including jumping, is very dangerous and involves the risk of serious injury and/or
death and/or property damage. I expressly acknowledge that injuries may be compounded or increased by negligent
maintenance of the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES, faulty or improperly secured equipment, improper supervision or
compliance with Federation rules and regulations. Acts of God and negligent rescue operations or procedures of RE-
LEASED PARTIES and negligent handling of horses and independent operations by trainers, riders and/or boarders
who use the SHOW GROUND FACILITIES or others who are not affiliated with RELEASED PARTIES. I acknowledge
that horses can be injured while being ridden, groomed, stabled, walked and/or exercised and I expressly assume the
risk of injury to any horse under my control and/or custody or on the SHOWGROUND FACILITIES at my request. This
agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of South Carolina with respect to all RELEASED PARTIES, ex-
cept for the Federation. I agree this Release extends to all acts of ordinary negligence of RELEASED PARTIES and
is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by law. If any portion of this Release and/or Entry Blank is held
invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall continue in full legal force and effect. I have not relied on any oral represen-
tations or statements made that are contrary to or modify the above Release or warnings. I agree that by signing the
front page of this Entry Blank that I am bound by the Release, waiver and warnings contained herein and that both
sides/pages constitute one incorporated agreement. I agree I have the express authority to sign this entry blank/Re-
lease on behalf of the owner and/or rider. While every effort has been made to avoid mistakes in this publication, the
USEF, Progressive Show Jumping, Inc. and its management assume no liability to anyone for errors. Any significant
errors or changes will be disclosed to competitors whose entries are accepted upon their acceptance, and otherwise
in accordance with USEF rules.

Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF Rule Book 
will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.

	 Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular 
Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions 
at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may 
participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing 
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon 
payment of a $45 Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of 
this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy 
classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory 
level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 
9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own 
National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse 
Breeding classes.
	 The Horse Show Management reserves the right to interpret all questions and conditions in regard 
to or arising out of, or incident to the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind. All questions 
not covered in these Rules and Regulations shall be decided by the Horse Show Management; its decision to be 
final.
	 The Horse Show Management reserves the right to limit entries in any class, section or division, to 
refuse, accept conditionally, or to cancel any entries, disqualify any riders or exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of 
entries, and cancel award prizes, without any claim for damages; to change any course, to add a dotted line, to 
cancel or combine any unfilled classes, or to reschedule classes, after due notice to exhibitors; to change rings 
or rotate judges; to change specifications in jumper classes as competition warrants. Every horse entered herein 
for competition will be under the control of the Horse Show Management, but the Show Management will in 
no case be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur, and it shall be a condition of entry that each 
exhibitor shall hold the horse show and the officials, employees, directors, officers, sponsoring entities of the 
horse show and the facilities at which the horse show is held blameless for any loss or accident to his horse(s), 
employee(s), or equipment which may occur from sickness, fire or other cause.

Anyone not presenting valid membership credentials (USEF/USHJA) will be charged a $45.00/$30.00 non-
refundable show pass fee. Amateur exhibitors not able to present valid Amateur Credentials will be required to 
join the Federation. Only a parent will be exempt from the Federation non-member fee if signing as coach for 
his/her minor child.
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Horse Registrations: All horses competing in Federation non-breed restricted licensed 
competitions with hunter, hunter breeding, jumper and hunter seat equitation classes (except those activities 
enumerated in GR901.9, items 1-9) must be properly identified and must obtain a Registration Number from 
USHJA. A registration number for each horse must be entered on all entry forms for licensed competitions. 
Proof of registration must be presented to the Show Secretary before numbers can be released. To be eligible 
for National, Regional or Zone Horse of the Year Awards, and to enter a USEF Computer Ranking List Class 
horses must also be registered with the USEF. Exception for USEF Computer Ranking List: Citizens of other 
nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation 
need not have USEF Registration.

Coggins Test: South Carolina state law requires that each horse be accompanied by a negative EIA 
certificate dated within one year.

Entries: The closing date for entries for the Aiken Spring Classic is April 7th, 2021. After this date 
stall fees are non-refundable. A $50 late fee will apply for all entries not received by these dates. Entries 
should be made at horseshowsonline.com. Numbers WILL NOT be issued without a SIGNED OPEN CHECK or 
CREDIT CARD INFORMATION lodged with the Horse Show Secretary. A $46 Office/Service Fee will be charged 
to each horse to cover adds/scratches, office services, etc. Please note; a $50 fee will be charged for non-
negotiable checks/or declined credit card. The entry form for each show must include the following:
•Horse name and complete description;
•All classes or divisions entered;
•All mandatory signatures, including legal guardian in the case of a minor exhibiting;
•Organization membership numbers;
•Social Security or Federal ID number of owner or prize money alternate payee.

Motorized Vehicles/Golf Carts: Under South Carolina State Laws and USEF rules, unlicensed 
drivers are not permitted to operate any motorized vehicles — ATVs, motorcycles, golf carts, etc., on the show 
grounds. Failure to abide by these regulations will subject the exhibitor to suspension from the horse show. See 
USEF GR 301.

Minor Exhibitors: Parent(s) or guardian(s) of minor exhibitors shall hold the Horse Show 
Management and the Facility harmless for any injury to such minor. No child’s entry will be accepted or number 
issued unless entry is signed by a parent or LEGAL guardian. The signature of unrelated persons WILL NOT be 
accepted. Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in 
the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but 
not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed 
competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles 
as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. The parent(s), legal guardian(s), 
or individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating a motorized vehicle 
in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that 
operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) 
who are responsible for the child committing the offense.

	 Protective Headgear: Protective head gear, properly secured, must be worn BY ALL RIDERS AT ALL 
TIMES WHILE MOUNTED, anywhere, anytime on the show grounds. Headgear for all riders must meet or exceed 
ASTM Standards; must carry the SEI tag; and be properly secured by a harness per USEF rules.

	 Ticketed Warm-Up: Tickets may be purchased in the Horse Show Office and are good for one 
Round of eight jumps. $35 charge per ticket.

	 Non-Showing Horses: All non-showing horses must complete an entry blank and be assigned a 
back number. A $50 fee will be assessed to any horse not entered in any classes.

	 Prize Money: The owner of any horse/pony exhibited in classes where prize money is awarded 
MUST provide a social security number or Federal ID number on the entry form. Prize money will be credited 
to your show account. Any overages will be mailed within 30 days of check-out. In the event of unauthorized 
redeeming of a check, Progressive Show Jumping, will provide check copies to exhibitors and will be held 
harmless from the collection process.

	 Dogs: Dogs are not permitted to be loose on competition grounds and must be on a leash 
or otherwise contained. Individuals must not lead dogs on a leash while mounted. Dog owners are solely 
responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from their dogs’ behaviors. Dog owners failing 
to comply with this rule may be subject to penalty under Chapters 6 and 7, as well as issuance of warning 
cards pursuant to rule GR 301. Failure to maintain your dog, under control, as defined here, will result in a $100 
fine assessed to the owner. In addition, pursuant to facility regulations, loose dogs will be removed by animal 
control, from the show grounds, at the owner’s expense and impounded.

	 Animal Welfare: We require that all horses be treated with kindness, respect and compassion 
and should never be subject to mistreatment. Owners, trainers, riders and grooms, or their agents must use 
reasonable care in the handling and treatment of their horses whether owned or placed in their care for 
competition or for any other purpose. At all times, while the horse is on the show grounds, we will provide 
for the continuous well-being of the horse by vigorously enforcing the rules of the USEF which pertain to the 
welfare of the horse. USEF rules defining policy regarding abuse and use of whips will be strictly enforced. No 
poling, use of bamboo off-set or excessive use of the whip will be tolerated. The well being of the horse must 
be considered above the demands of the breeders, trainers, riders, owners, dealers, organizers, sponsors or 
officials. Violators may be subject to penalties pursuant to USEF rules. In the event of an acute and serious injury 
to or illness of a horse on competition grounds when the owner or trainer of the horse or agent of the owner 
is not present, after reasonable effort to contact that individual has been made, competition management, 
in consultation with a licensed equine veterinarian, may authorize the provision of emergency veterinary 
treatment of the horse. If competition management so authorizes treatment under the provisions of this rule, 
competition management and veterinarian are not liable for any resulting costs, damages, losses, claims or 
actions arising directly or indirectly from the treatment of the horse.

	 Electrical/Fire Regulations: All electrical installation and connections must meet all state and 
county codes. Aisles shall be maintained clear for a minimum of six (6) feet wide by eight (8) feet high. No 
obstructions or projections shall be allowed in these aisles. No Class I Flammable liquids such as gasoline are 
allowed inside the buildings. Cooking is not permitted within the stable area. Anyone found in violation shall be 
subject to dismissal from further participation in the horse show without recourse.

	 Parking: Fire regulations prohibit all vehicles, including trailers, vans and passenger vehicles from 
being parked in the stable areas. Vans and trailers will be allowed in the stable area only to load or off-load. 
PARKING AREAS WILL BE DESIGNATED AND VIOLATORS WILL BE TOWED AWAY AT OWNERS EXPENSE
